2. Take out the 2 stands from the accessory bag and then insert the stands into the 
bottom slots of the TV. 
Attention: According to the desktop size, the A-type span or B-type span can be 
selected when the stands are installed, as shown in the figure. Note that type A and 
type B spans can not be mixed.

3. Secure the Base Stand to the TV with the 4 screws in accessory tightly.
