Appliance is equipped with 4 shelves
with 8 slots each.

The fixed shelf on the separator plate

can hold 16 bottles as shown below.

The shelves on the guide rail can hold

8 bottles as shown below.

You can also place bottles in the six
slots which are located at the bottom

of the wine cooler.

Tips For Keeping The Wine

*Keep the wine inthe dark. The door
isin anti- UV darkened double glass
to protectthe wine from the lightin
case the wine coolerislocatedin
well-lit place.

*Lay the bottles downin such a way
thatthe corks do notdry.

*Avoid switching the appliance light
on too often or fortoo long. Wine
keeps betterin dark.

*To avoid agitating the wine, handle
the bottles with care.
